1. To mount to a wall, ceiling, or in-ceiling insert wood screws 
into structural wall, ceiling, or truss (diagram A),  insuring the 
brackets are level.  Make sure to space the brackets at least 

1/3rd the overall length of the cassette. Then hang the screen on 
the upper and lower hooks (Diagram C) and tighten the locking 
screw to secure. 

2.  To hang the screen from a user supplied tether, mount the ceiling 
hanger to the bracket using 2 M6 screws per bracket as shown in 
Diagram B.  Then attach the screen to the brackets (diagram C) 
and secure the bracket by tightening the locking screw.  Use the 
hangerôs hole to hang the screen.  Only use tethers and hardware 
of adequately rated weight capacity. 

3.  To un-mount a unit, simply loosen the locking screw and 
lift unit off the hooks.

4.  To connect power, use supplied or other 16-2 conduc-
tor wire to connect the control bus to the unit. The 
wires will connect to the gray jack on the left side of 
the unit as shown in Diagram D. Next, connect the 
wires to the control bus as shown in Diagram E. To 
insert wires, use supplied screwdriver and place into 
square hole next to wiring and twist 1/4 turn.
